Professional Education - James Worsley

Board Nominations - John Knight
There is now a vacancy in the President Elect role since Doc resigned. We have two
options to fill in behind:
1. Maasen (President) and Knight (Past President) stay in present roles into 2019
term, Tully moves up to President Elect, we nominate a Vice President.



2. Maasen moves to Past President, Tully to President and we nominate a Vice
President and President Elect.

Bangle offered to serve as Past President if Knight does not want to. Maasen and Knight
are willing to stay in their roles. Board agrees this is the best way forward at this time.

LWCF was allocated 124 million in the FY18 Omnibus Spending Bill. $161 million with
GOMESA. This is the highest since 1981. Madewell said that we need to work to make
sure this level is sustained.
